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We believe that the legal age of adulthood should not be 18 for the following reasons.

First, 18 and 19-year-olds can get into trouble with money because they lack experience and
knowledge. At present, they can’t use credit cards or borrow money from loan companies without
the permission of their parents. If they are allowed to borrow as much money as they want,
whenever they want to, they might waste a lot on goods or services. Also, they might get caught up
in a crime.

Second, smoking and drinking alcohol can have a bad effect on young people. At present, 18 and
19-year-olds are not allowed to smoke and drink in Japan. If they begin to smoke or drink in their
teens, its influence on their body will be much greater. Lowering the legal age of adulthood can be
harmful to their health.

For these reasons, we oppose the idea that the legal age of adulthood should be 18.
